Technical safety

e This appliance contains a small quantity
of environmentally-friendly but flam-
mable R600a refrigerant. Ensure that
the tubing of the refrigerant circuit is not
damaged during transportation and
installation. Leaking refrigerant may
cause eye injuries or ignite.

If damage has occurred

— Keep naked flames and/or ignition
sources away from the appliance.

— Thoroughly ventilate the room for
several minutes.

— Pull out the mains plug.
— Notify customer service.

The more refrigerant an appliance
contains, the larger the room must be.

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On/Off button freezer
compartment

Is used to switch the freezer compart-
ment on and off.

Fast freezing button

Switches super freezing on and
off. When the yellow lamp is lit, this
indicates that fast cooling has started.

Fast freezing is used to freeze large
quantities of fresh food and, depen-
ding on the quantity, must be switched
on up to 24 hours before the food is
placed in the freezer compartment.

Alarm button
Used to switch off the warning signal.

The warning signal switches on if the
freezer compartment is too warm, i.e.
the frozen food is at risk of thawing.
The warning signal may switch on
without any risk to the frozen food

¢ when the appliance is switched on

e when large quantities of fresh food
are placed in the appliance

After the warning sound has switched
itself off, the accoustic warning will
automatically reset itself once the
freezer area has reached its operating
temperature.

Alarm display
A warning signal sounds at the same
time.

a) Display comes on

To stop the warning signal, press the
Alarm button. The display goes out
when the freezer compartment has
reached its operating temperature.

b) Display flashes

The frozen food is at risk of thawing;
the freezer compartment is or was
too warm.

To stop the flashing display and the
warning signal, press the Alarm but-
ton 4. The display is reset to standby.
Check odour and appearance of
frozen food to determine whether

it is still edible.

Temperature display lamp freezer
compartment

The numbers next to the temperature
display lights correspond to freezer
compartment temperatures in “C.
The lit lamp indicates the selected
temperature.

The light flashes until the selected
temperature is reached.



6 Temperature selection button
freezer compartment

Press the button until the required
temperature lamp illuminates.
The value last selected is stored.

7 Temperature display lamp
refrigerator compartment

The numbers next to the temperature
display lights correspond to refrigera-
tor compartment temperatures in °C.

Switches the refrigerator on and off.

Note ambient

The climatic class can be found on the
rating plate. It specifies the ambient
temperatures at which the appliance may
be operated. The rating plate is located at
the bottom left—hand side inside the
fridge.

Ventilation

The air at the back of the appliance will
heat up. This warm air must be allowed to
freely escape, otherwise the refrigerating
machine must perform more. This raises
electricity consumption. Hence, the
air-inlet and outlet apertures should never
be covered or blocked off!



Connecting the
appliance

After installing the appliance, wait at least
Y2 hour before switching on the appliance.
During transportation the oil in the
compressor may have flowed into the
refrigeration system.

Before switching on the appliance for the
first time, clean the interior (see Cleaning).

The socket should be freely accessible.
Connect the appliance to

220-240 V/50 Hz alternating current

via a correctly installed earthed socket.
The socket must be fused with a 10-A to
16-A fuse.

If the appliance is to be operated

in a non-European country, check

on the rating plate whether the
indicated voltage and current type
correspond to the values of your
mains supply. The rating plate

is situated in the bottom left-hand side
of the appliance. The mains
connection cable may be replaced by
an electrician only.

A Warning!

Never connect the appliance

to electronic energy saver plugs or to
power inverters which convert the
direct current to 230 V alternating
current (e.g. solar equipment, power
supplies on ships).

Switching on
the appliance

The refrigerator and freezer compart-
ments operate independently of each
other.

Freezercompartment
Press the On/Off button Fig. BI/1.

Warning signal is emitted. To stop the
warning signal, press the Alarm button.

The Alarm button remains lit until the set
temperature has been reached.

Fridge

Press the On/Off button Fig. E1/9.
The appliance starts refrigerating.

Interior light in refrigerator compartment
is switched on when the door is open.

Selecting the temperature

Keep pressing the temperature selection
button for the refrigerator compartment
or freezer compartment until the required
temperature lamp is lit.

The appliance left the factory with the
following standard setting:

-18°C

+4°C
We recommend a temperature selection
of +4°C.

Perishable food should not be stored
warmer than +4 °C.

Freezer compartment:

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Operating tips

¢ The sides of the housing are sometimes
heated slightly. This prevents conden-
sation in the area of the door seal.

* While the refrigerating unit is running,
beads of water or hoarfrost form at the
back of the refrigerator compartment.
This is quite normal. It is not necessary
to scrape off the frost or wipe off the
beads of water. The rear panel defrosts
automatically. The condensation collects
in the drainage channel, Fig. B, and is
conveyed to the refrigerating unit where
it evaporates.

¢ When the freezer compartment has
reached its operating temperature,
the “alarm” display, Fig. /4, goes out.

e |f you cannot open the freezer compart-
ment door immediately after closing it,
wait 2—3 minutes until the partial vacuum
has equalised.

e The doors have different opening angles:
90’
180°

Refrigerator compartment:
Freezer compartment:
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Storing food

Note the refrigeration zones
in the refrigerator
compartment!

The air circulation in the refrigerator
compartment produce different refrigerant
zones:

e Coldest zones
are on the rear panel inside the
compartment and on the lowest
shelves. Fig. @

Store perishable food (e.g. fish,
sausage, meat) in the coldest zones.

Note: When setting low temperature
values subzero temperature may occur
in these zones.

e Warmest zone
is at the very top of the door.

Note: Store e.g. cheese and butter in
the warmest zone. When served, the
cheese will not have lost its flavour and
the butter will be easy to spread.



Please note

Wrap or cover food before placing in the
appliance. This will retain the aroma,
colour and freshness of the food.

Transfer of flavour and discoloration of the
plastic parts will also be prevented.

Note:

If required, you can vary the shelves inside
the appliance: pull the shelf forwards,
lower and swivel out to the side. Fig. H

We recommend that you arrange the

food inside the refrigerator as follows:

¢ in the freezer compartment:
deep-frozen goods, ice-cubes,
ice-cream

on the shelves in the main
refrigerator section (from the top
down): bakery products, ready-to-eat
items, dairy products, meat and salami

in the vegetable containers:
vegetables, lettuce, fruit

¢ in the door racks (from the top down):
butter, cheese, eggs, tubes, small
bottles, large bottles, milk and fruit-juice
cartons.

Usable capacity

Information on the usable capacity can be
found inside your appliance on the rating
plate.

Using the refrigerator
compartment

For storage of cakes and pastries, ready
meals, tinned food, condensed milk, hard
cheese, fruit and vegetables sensitive

to the cold: tropical fruit, e.g. mandarins,
bananas, pineapples, melons, avocados,
papayas, passion fruit, aubergines, also
fruit which requires further ripening,
tomatoes, cucumbers, green tomatoes,
potatoes.
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Super cooling

Super cooling cools the refrigerator
compartment as cold as possible for
approx. 6 hours. Then the temperature
set before super mode is automatically
restored.

Switch on super mode, e. g.:

* Before placing large quantities of food
in the refrigerator compartment.

e to cool drinks quickly.

Freezer compartment

Use the freezer
compartment

e For storing frozen food
e Making ice cubes
e For freezing food

Ensure that the freezer-compartment
door is always closed! If the door is open,
the frozen food will thaw. The freezer
compartment will become covered in

a thick layer of ice. Also: energy will be
wasted due to high power consumption!
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Freezing and storing
frozen food

Purchasing deep-frozen
food

Packaging must not be damaged.
Use by the “best-before” date.

Temperature in the supermarket freezer
-18°C or lower.

If possible, transport deep-frozen food
in an insulated bag and place quickly
in the freezer compartment.

Storing frozen food

e To ensure good air circulation in the
appliance, insert the freezer drawers
all the way.

e |f you have to store lots of food, it is
possible to transfer the food to the
carrying trays and stack it on the base
of the freezer base. To do this, remove
all the freezer drawers. Pull out the
freezer drawers all the way, lift at the
front and remove. Fig. E

Making ice cubes

Fig. [

Fill the ice-cube tray 34 full of water

and place in the bottom of the freezer
compartment. If the ice-cube tray is stuck
to the freezer compartment, dislodge with
a blunt implement only (spoon handle).

To loosen the ice cubes, hold the tray
briefly under running water or twist the
tray slightly.



Fast freeze

Several hours before placing fresh food in
the freezer compartment, switch on “fast
freeze”.

4-6 hours is usually adequate. If the max.
freezing capacity is used, 24 hours are
required. Smaller quantities of food can
be frozen without “Fast freeze”. To switch
on "Fast freeze”, simply press the “Fast
freeze” button Fig. E1/2.

“Fast freeze” switches off automatically
after 22 days at the latest.

Freezing food

Food should be frozen solid as quickly as
possible. To retain vitamins, nutritional
value, appearance and flavour, do not
exceed max. freezing capacity. If freezing
food in the freezer drawers, the max.
freezing capacity is reduced slightly.

Freezing capacity

Information about the max. freezing
capacity within 24 hours can be found
on the rating plate.

The middle shelf is the max. freezing
capacity.

Keep food which is to be frozen away
from food which is already frozen.

To retain the flavour and prevent the food
from drying out, pack airtight.

How to wrap food correctly:

The following products are suitable for
wrapping food:

plastic film, polyethylene blown film,
aluminium foil and freezer tins.

These products can be purchased

from your dealer.

The following products are not
suitable for wrapping food:
wrapping paper, greaseproof paper,
cellophane, refuse bags and used
shopping bags.

The following products are suitable
for sealing the wrapped food:

rubber bands, plastic clips, string,
cold-resistant adhesive tape or similar.
Bags and polyethylene blown film can
be sealed with a film sealer.

Do NOT refreeze food which is beginning
to defrost or which has already defrosted.
Only food which is subsequently prepared
(cooked or fried) may be refrozen.

If the appliance is not used for
a prolonged period:

1. Switch off the appliance.

2. Pull out the mains plug or switch off
the fuse.

3. Clean the appliance.
4. Leave the appliance door open.



Defrosting the freezer
compartment

Proceed as follows

e Remove the freezer drawers containing
the food. Place the ice blocks
(if enclosed) on the food. Wrap the
frozen food in several sheets of
newspaper and store in a cool location.

e Pull out the mains plug or disconnect
the fuse.

¢ Defrost the appliance.

e After defrosting the appliance, wipe up
the condensation on the floor of the
freezer compartment with a sponge.

¢ Clean with water and a little washing-up
liquid. Clean the door seal with water
only and then dry thoroughly.

e Switch on the appliance again.

e Put the frozen food back in the freezer
compartment.

Defrosting sprays
Follow the manufacturer’s instructions.

Cleaning the appliance

1. Attention: Pull out the mains plug or
switch off the fuse!

2. Wipe the door seal with clear water
only and then wipe dry thoroughly.

3. Clean the appliance with lukewarm
water and a little washing-up liquid.
The rinsing water must not drip onto
the fascia or light Fig. H.

4. After cleaning: reconnect and switch
on the appliance.

Door shelves can be removed for
cleaning. Fig. M

Do not use abrasive or acidic cleaning
agents and solvents.

Regularly clean the condensation channel
and drainage hole, Fig. Hl, with a cotton
bud or similar implement to ensure that
the condensation can drain.

The rinsing water must not run through
the drain hole into the evaporation pan.

Attention:
Never clean the shelves or containers
in the dishwasher. The parts may warp!

Tips for saving energy

Install the appliance in a cool, well
ventilated room, but not in direct
sunlight and not near a heat source
(radiator, cooker, etc.). Otherwise,
use an insulating plate.

¢ Leave warm food and drinks to cool
down first.

e Thaw frozen food by placing it in the
refrigerator compartment. The low
temperature of the frozen food will
then cool the food in the refrigerator
compartment.

Open the appliance door as briefly
as possible.

Defrost and clean the appliance.

Occasionally clean the rear of the
appliance with a vacuum cleaner or
paint brush to prevent an increased
power consumption.
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Operating noises

Humming - refrigerating unit is running.

Bubbling, gurgling or whirring noises —
refrigerant is flowing through the tubing.

Clicking — motor is switching on or off.

Preventing noises

The appliance is not level

Please align the appliance with a spirit
level. Use the height-adjustable feet
or place something under the feet.

The appliance is not free-standing
Please move the appliance away from
adjacent units or appliances.

Drawers or storage areas wobble

or stick

Please check the removable parts and,
if required, reinsert them.

Bottles or receptacles are touching
each other

Please move bottles or receptacles away
from each other.



Eliminating minor faults yourself

Before you call customer service:
Please check whether you can eliminate the fault yourself based on the following

information.

Customer service will charge you for advice, even if the appliance is still under
guarantee!
